Heart of the Lesson: The Animals Gave Jesus a Bed

Parent Connect: Pull out your family nativity or a kid’s nativity and look at the different animals included. Can your toddler
name the animals and make their animal sounds? Ask your toddler, “What did the animals give baby Jesus?” (their feed
box as a bed)

Parent Connect: Pull out your family nativity set. Ask: What did the angel tell Mary and Joseph in today’s lesson? Can your kid
retell today’s story using the Mary, Joseph, and angel nativity pieces?
