The 10 Commandments reflect God’s goodness and perfection

Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a special
treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. Exodus 19:5 NKJV

And you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.” These are the words which you shall
speak to the children of Israel.” Exodus 19:6 NKJV

Then all the people answered together and said, “All that the Lord has spoken we will do.” So Moses
brought back the words of the people to the Lord. Exodus 19:8 NKJV

Then it came to pass on the third day, in the morning, that there were thunderings and lightnings, and a
thick cloud on the mountain; and the sound of the trumpet was very loud, so that all the people who
were in the camp trembled.

JESUS CALMS THE SEA

This month we will be learning about how Jesus calmed the storm and connecting that story to remind kids that Jesus is with
us when we are scared too.

Memory Verse: Jesus is with us. Matthew 28:20b (adapted for toddlers).
Heart of the Lesson: Jesus is With Us When We’re Scared of Being Alone - Jesus Calms the Storm - Mark 4:35-41

Parent Connect: Read Mark 4:35-41 to your toddler from a real Bible or a storybook Bible. Look at today’s coloring sheet
together. What is happening in each picture? Remind your toddler that Jesus is always with us even when we are scared.

Discuss the 10
commandments with your kids throughout the week. Can you memorize them together?
