Heart of the Lesson: Peter and John Heal a Beggar | Acts 3:1-1

Parent Connect: Today we learned about how Peter and John healed a beggar who was lame since birth by praying in
the name of Jesus Christ. The man was able to walk for the first time since birth! Listen to this song and praise Jesus for
all He’s done!

The people in Colossians didn’t know Paul, but they respected his leadership. They were being told by the local Jewish leaders
that they needed to follow the Jewish laws on top of following the teachings of Jesus. Paul takes time in this book to establish
his love for Christ followers and tells them what is truly needed to be a Christ follower (spoiler alert: it’s just faith). We will be
talking about who Jesus is, and what it means to follow Him as ONE TEAM!
